New Arrangements at HYPE Fleet
 

Due to ever increasing support for the very popular HYPE monthly club events for young people the organisers have had to change the entry Methods for the next event on March 28th 
For the HYPE event on March 28th and May 9th the event will be ticket only, there will be no tickets available on the door. This is to reduce the early arrivals, parents have been dropping off their youngsters from 5pm unsupervised, in the cold wet evenings, even before the organisers had arrived. Parents with valid tickets can now delay arrival until 7.15~7.30pm when the doors officially open.
Every effort has been made to minimise the cost increases and have negotiated with two charity groups to make available tickets from Saturday 1st March in Fleet and Yateley. Ticketing will be cash only. The outlet locations are

Fleet Phoenix Charity shop (next door to MacDonalds) Monday to Saturday inclusive, 10am ~5pm and up to 5pm on the day of the event.
In Yateley tickets will be available from The Little Shop of coffee, in Plough Road, Yateley. The Team are looking at selling at Youth clubs aswell but will advise later
Sadly the ticket price has been increased to £7 to cover costs of printing, distribution and recent increases in Hall hire charges. However this is by far the cheapest way of ensuring tickets are available in advance. They also expect the numbers attending to fall as they know that this new arrangement will not be acceptable to those making late decisions to attend. 

The organisers have been struggling with attendances exceeding the hall capacity and for the past 4 months have had to call back as many as 100 parents from as far afield as Portsmouth, Maidenhead, Reading, Cobham and Guildford, whose children could not gain entry due to exceeding demand. Entrance had been on a first come first served basis. 

The organisers are in negotiations with the Harlington Centre management to increase capacity as it appears a number of local events for the 11~16 age group are no longer running. Latest news on these events can be found on the www.HYPEfleet.co.uk web site or facebook page
The HYPE events are now in their 16th year and continue to support the Crime stoppers initiatives. Youth workers are on hand to support young people who may have peer pressure issues. There are monthly Life style initiatives and competitions to help the youngsters prepare themselves for modern living. The HYPE event is now more appealing to older members of the 11-16 year age group with improved music and relaxed surroundings. 

Profits from the event are used to support Local Youth projects and in March a new HYPE Dance evening will be run and on Tuesdays there is HYPElet Youth club, fully funded by HYPE. The organisers welcome any requests from local Youth projects
In the past 12 months Young people involved with the Duke of Edinburgh scheme and others wishing to be involved with community events have joined the team and brought a new and positive dimension to the organisation
